Dogs must be ready for judging. Neither the Club nor its Show Secretary will be responsible or obligated to furnish
any service for notifying exhibitors or their agents of Breed or class judging. Judges need not wait for any dog
holding up a class. Owners or agents alone are responsible for the presence of their dogs in the judging rings.

The show giving Club, the Show Secretary, their agents, employees, etc. assume no responsibility for any loss,
damage or injury sustained by exhibitors, handlers, or to any of their dogs or property while at or on the show
grounds, or in transit to or from the show nor assume any responsibility for injury to children.

The hosting club will exercise every precaution for the safety of dogs exhibited, but it must be understood that
neither the club, site or show secretary will be responsible for any injury, damage, or loss. It is understood that all
dogs at this show are in the care and custody of the owners or owner’s agents during the entire show week.

There shall be no drilling or intensive/abusive training of dogs on the show grounds.

Dog(s) must always be on a controlled leash including flexi-leads when not inside the guest hotel room

Exhibitors are required to clean up after the dogs that they are exhibiting, or which are under their care or control.
This requirement includes both while in the ring or at any location on our show site. Clean up tools and supplies

BRED BY EXHIBITOR REQUIREMENTS: All Dogs entered in the Bred-By Class must be individually registered with the AKC. The person handling
the dog must be a breeder of record and an owner or co-owner of the dog.

BEST OF BREED COMPETITION: Effective for all shows held on or after July1, 1980, dogs which according to their owner's records have
completed the requirements for a Championship after the Closing of Entries for this show, but whose Championships are unconfirmed, may be
transferred from one of the Regular Classes to the Best of Breed or Variety Competition, provided this transfer is made by the Show Secretary
at least one-half hour prior to the start of the judging at this show. (American Kennel Club Rule, Chapter 11, Section 6).

NON-REGULAR CLASSES - Involving Single Dog Entries
These classes are judged between Winners Bitch and Best of Breed, class winners are eligible for Best of Breed

Veteran Dog - Brushcoat 7 years and under 10 years
Veteran Dog - Horsecoat 7 years and under 10 years
Veteran Bitch - Brushcoat 7 years and under 10 years
Veteran Bitch - Horsecoat 7 years and under 10 years

NON-REGULAR (Additional) CLASSES — Involving Multiple Dog Entries — National Only

As the judge’s decision in the Non-Regular Classes involving Multiple Dog Entries is based on the merits of more than one dog or bitch, no one
of the dogs or bitches making up the entry judged first in these classes will be eligible to compete for Best of Breed by virtue having won these
classes.

STUD DOG CLASS — For Stud Dogs and up to three of their Get. It is not necessary that the Get be under the same ownership as that of the Stud
Dog. The Stud Dog may be entered separately in one of the regular classes, or if a Champion of Record in Best of Breed Competition, but MUST
be entered in the Stud Dog Class; the Get MUST be entered in one of the regular classes. The Stud Dog shall be considered as one entry and
requires one entry fee, this being the regular fee plus the additional class fee if the Stud Dog is entered in another class. The Stud Dog must be
shown in the ring with the Get. The class will be judged on the merits of the Get.

BROOD BITCH CLASS — Same as for the Stud Dog except substitute Brood Bitch for Stud Dog and Produce for Get.

BRACE CLASS — Two dogs of the same Breed with at least one common owner and presented by a maximum of two handlers. If more than one
Brace is entered by the same owner, the dogs comprising each Brace must be so designated, “Brace #1, “Brace #2, etc.

OPEN SENIOR CLASS - For Boys and Girls at least 15 and under 18 years of age on the day of the show who, at the time entries close, have won
three (3) first place awards in a Novice Class at a licensed or member show, with competition present in the Novice Class.

MASTER CLASS - (effective date of January 1, 2018) For Boys and Girls at least 9 and under 18 years of age on the day of the show and who
have won ten (10) Best Junior wins with competition to be eligible to enter the Limited Class Competition. The calendar for this class will be
November 1-October 31 of the following year. All juniors meeting the criteria for this class are required to enter the Master Class and may
change their entry the day of the show if entries have already closed. Once the eligibility time frame for that year has passed, all participants
return to the Open Class to compete for the following year.

NOTICE: Junior Handlers must include their AKC JUNIOR HANDLER NUMBER on each entry.
You may obtain your junior identification number by calling the AKC Judges Education Department

Each dog exhibited in Junior Showmanship must be owned by the Junior Handler or by the Junior Handler’s father, mother, brother, sister,
uncle, aunt, grandfather or grandmother including the corresponding step and half relations or by a member of the Junior Handlers household.

Bitches in season are not eligible to be shown in Junior Showmanship Classes.
At a Specialty show, each dog must be of the breed for which the show is held.

A dog that has been rejected, dismissed or excused by the veterinarian for the protection of the other dogs at the show or for
the protection of the dog, may not be handled in Junior Showmanship.

Each dog handled in a regular Junior Showmanship Class must be entered and shown in one of the breed classes at the show, or
must be entered for Junior Showmanship only. However, a dog that must be withdrawn for good and sufficient reason, such as
a bitch in season or a veterinarian’s excuse may be replaced by another dog meeting the same ownership requirements. Such
substitution must be requested in writing stating the reason for the substitution and must be accompanied by an official AKC
entry form.
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REGIONAL SPECIALTY ONLY - 4-TO-6 MONTH BEGINNER PUPPY

e  AKC registration number or an AKC litter number will be required for entries of an AKC recognized breed as listed in
Chapter 3, Section 1 of the Rules Applying to Dog Shows.

e  Aforeign born dog may enter this class if they are registered in the country of origin.

e All entrants are to be vaccinated (including rabies) in accordance with their veterinarian’s protocol.

e  Dogs that are owned or co-owned by a professional handler may compete in this class, but must be handled by a non-
professional handler. Professional handlers are defined as any person who belongs or has belonged to a professional
handlers’ organization, distributed rate cards, or otherwise advertised or represented themselves as handling dogs for
pay within the last five years. Dogs may not be exhibited by current assistants and household members of a
professional handler.

Copies of all pertinent information and correspondence regarding the nomination (including proof of all payments of nomination fees),
ownership and nomination acceptance of the Futurity puppy must be available to the Futurity/Maturity Director in case of any errors, protests
or conflicts. Failure to do so could result in the Chinese Shar-Pei in question being disqualified from competition due to lack of proof of
eligibility. The National Specialty Show Chairperson will be responsible to rule on any protest or conflict regarding an entry to the
Futurity/Maturity based upon the evidence and/or documentation at hand. The Chairperson’s ruling will be final without further appeal or
protest.

With the
belief that it is useful to periodically articulate the fundamentals of our sport, this code is presented.

e Sportsmen respect the history, traditions and integrity of the sport of purebred dogs.

e Sportsmen commit themselves to values of fair play, honesty, courtesy, and vigorous
competition, as well as winning and losing with grace.

e Sportsmen refuse to compromise their commitment and obligation to the sport of
purebred dogs by injecting personal advantage or consideration into their decisions
or behavior

e The sportsman judge judges only on the merits of the dogs and considers no other
factors.
